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THE White Stick Trophy is back in Ulster hands for the first time since 2005. An emphatic 67 runs victory by NIACUS over the LCUA&S ended a four-year losing streak and sparked mild celebrations at Downpatrick on the last Saturday in September.
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Carl Williams was the man of the match with 50 runs and three wickets at a cost of just six runs which, somewhat unfairly, led to a discussion on the cricket forums on whether the Ballymena 1st XI star should even have been on the team!  PL O’Hara sprang to his defence citing his exam qualifications and Carl confirmed, to me, he had umpired three matches this season. But even without Williams the mathematics still added up to a home win. Carl only made sure it wasn’t even close.

The choice of venue also helped NIACUS. Originally due to be played at Saintfield, the home of skipper Noel McCarey, he was forced to switch it 10 miles down the road to The Meadow because of a 2nd XI fixture at The Demesne. So it was an extra 10/20 miles for the visitors to travel across country to the most inaccessible ground for Dubliners and, in truth, their preparation did not auger well for a successful day. 

Captain John Andrews only arrived at the ground 15 minutes before the scheduled start and was immediately offered a plate of Downpatrick’s finest soup, to keep him otherwise engaged. The toss, therefore, could not take place until he got to the middle just after 1pm. He lost that as well and on the Challenge Cup final wicket which was never used, McCarey had no hesitation in choosing to bat.
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The rumblings about selection of both players and umpires reared its ugly head before the start with Alan “I was dropped without even being asked” Waugh offended by an elder statesman’s response that his omission was due to “health and safety”. Your match reporter also asked, quite rightly I think, why two bone fide umpires were officiating. This is the only game of the season when umpires play so surely reporters or other perfectly qualified persons should be wearing the white coats. Groundsman Ivan Reid, who spent the day under a bush on the other side of the boundary, when not tending to his beloved square admitted he would have “loved to have been asked”. Instead it was his namesake and Sam “I have only umpired six games this week, Ian, any chance of another” Alexander who called play, just 10 minutes later than scheduled. Alex Adams and Jeffrey O’Hara, two players with vast experience of senior cricket, opened the batting but only one of them made an effort to hit the ball off the square in the early stages. O’Hara, six overs later – although, to be fair to him Adams had hogged the strike – finally got off the mark with a flowing drive through extra cover. His second scoring stroke probably should have been caught by Andrews – at least the Leinster captain should have made an effort and in the next over he was exposed again in the covers. 

The visitors then had a justifiable appeal for a run out but umpire Alexander was in no position to judge and a shrug of the shoulders let Adams off the hook. Justice, of sorts, was done in the same over, however, when O’Hara, who had now overtaken Adams, drove one to Clive Colleran and he held the catch at mid-off. 

Alan Neill, against his captain’s wishes, went in at No 3 and was greeted by a beamer from Azam Ali Baig but he didn’t follow it up so we didn’t have the embarrassment of an umpire being taken out of the bowling attack.  Alexander then had to consult with scorer Helen McConaghy as he lost count of the number of balls in the over – his Donaghadee colleague was no help – and the umpires also ignored the fact that Sameer Dutt was bowling with six men on the leg side, although they were right on this occasion.
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Adams was dropped at Deep Square by Colleran but it was not an expensive miss. Just one run later, he picked out Rodney Molins, finally making his playing debut in the White Stick match, and with the help of his chest, he held on to reduce NIACUS to 62 for two in the 19th over.

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Enter Williams and the pace immediately increased. He hit the first six of the day and although losing Neill for 27, he found the perfect free-scoring ally in John Wheeler. The third 50 of the innings came up in just 19 balls with Wheeler scoring 23 off 13 balls, including two fours and two sixes.    Photo: © John Boomer @ CricketEurope
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Williams maintained the momentum and, stranded at the wrong end on 49 with two balls to go, he brilliantly ran out new partner Ronnie Balfour to get back the strike and then did the same to Ronnie McAlpine off the last but not

before he had completed the first run to bring up his 50. He faced 35 balls and hit three sixes and just one four. 

The total at the change-a-round after the agreed 30 overs was a more than competitive 169 for six with Ali Baig and Martin Block the only bowlers to take wickets, two each, although opener John Norton - an umpire in this game last year - kept it tight, conceding just 17 runs in his six overs. 
The LCUA&S reply got off to a cautious start but Colleran and Dutt, their star batsman and man of the match last year, still scored quicker than their home counterparts. O’Hara though made the early breakthrough, in his third over, having Colleran caught at deep cover for 12. When Wheeler bowled Molins three overs later to leave the visitors on 33 for two, captain Andrews strode to the wicket much like the captain of the Titanic. His team was sinking fast and he was the last hope. 
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His arrival coincided with McCarey introducing Williams and in his second over, he picked up his first wicket, albeit with more than a little help from Balfour. Dutt pulled the ball to deep mid-wicket and Ronnie held a stunning catch while going backwards. Instantly it was hailed

as the champagne moment and it deserved to grace a match of much greater profile than this one.
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 After that, Leinster knew it was not going to be their day. In his next over Williams had Chris Cavanagh caught and bowled and then Neill got one to pop up to wicket-keeper Kevin McConville via Andrews’ bat, pad and glove and the batsman didn’t wait for the umpire to give that one.

Williams made it four wickets in five overs when he bowled Ali Baig for a duck to leave the visitors down and almost out at 49 for six. They still set themselves targets, first to get the margin of victory down to double figures, which Sanjeev Umar and Jim Gallagher did without being parted in a stand of 24.
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Neill ended that stand, having Gallagher caught by Alistair Henderson and it was Henderson who maintained the excitement in the closing stages when he had Sanjeev stumped by McConville, who had generously given him time to get back and the n next ball bowled Kevin Gallagher. Norton, though, survived the hat-trick with a hopeful forward defensive and, in partnership with Block, took the LCUA&S to their next target, 100.

Two runs later it was all over with Adams, who faced the first ball of the match, called on to bowl the last over and taking a wicket with his first ball, thanks to a more straightforward catch by Balfour.

So McCarey will take all the credit or masterminding the win - despite not batting or bowling - and leave Alan Waugh insisting, quite rightly probably, he would have made a bigger contribution than the winning captain. 

At least there should be again plenty of competition for places when NIACUS defend the White Stick in Dublin next year. And expect Jeremy Bray and Johnny Garth, two former Ireland internationals now wearing the white coat, to be called up by the challengers.

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Early on Friday morning, 4th September, [on the heels of previous winners Alan Neill & Noel McCarey] yours truly [your esteemed editor] set off, with just a little bit of trepidation, via Ryan Air at George Best to East Midlands on the first day of my trip to Grace Road – the venue for this year’s Trevor Henry Bursary – to witness play in the concluding part of the 4 day championship & in the Sunday 1-day games between Leicester & Glamorgan. 
A more than up-to-schedule flight & quick [expensive – sorry Michael] taxi saw me arrive in plenty of time to walk the 2.5 miles [and still be there for the start of the day’s play] to the ground from my well-appointed & pleasantly furnished hotel room, looking forward with
eager anticipation to shadowing two top class umpires Richard Illingworth & Martin Bodenham.
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Now, when I say plenty of time, I didn’t mention the fact that I was using a small scale road map prepared by that umpiring colleague who runs out of petrol on the way to & sometimes wears brown shoes at fixtures in which he is officiating – PLO’H!!  In what must clearly have been yet another attempt to further the fostered misapprehension that your Editor has a poor sense of direction & a tendency to get lost, what turned into an exhausting 6.5 mile hike [courtesy & probably subsequently amusement of the said Mr O’Hara] meant that, sadly, I missed the first few overs of the day.

On finally reaching the ground entrance [and, by now, with just a little degree of trepidation] however, it was most pleasing & reassuring to know that my arrival was indeed expected & without the slightest hesitation I was pointed in the direction of the pavilion where, courtesy of the affable pavilion steward [and, as it turned out, splendid foster father of all visiting umpires!] Phil, I was introduced to the Senior Executive at Leicester – David Smith – who made me extremely welcome and wasted no time in introducing me to board members present at the game and in whose pleasant company I spent the first period of play, well entertained.

My first contact with my umpiring colleagues came at lunch – in effect, a real banquet compared with some catering experienced at home – and, as it turned out, it was in the company of John & [unexpectedly] Neil Bainton [yet another top class official] who had had to replace Richard for the Championship game with Richard arriving on Sunday to accompany Martin for the One-Day fixture.  
It was extremely gratifying to be made to feel immediately at home, chatting about progress in the game so far and trying to anticipate the nature of potential progress in the light of the current league placings of the two sides.  During the afternoon session, I had the pleasure of meeting & exchanging views on the game [& cricket in general] with two stalwart Glamorgan supporters [Wayne & Steve, if my memory is not failing me completely].  This helped to further my sense of involvement at the ground, contributing to the worth of the Bursary.

I have already mentioned Phil, and it was at tea that one of his great assets was demonstrated in having food & beverages ready for the umpires in their own “office”.  And, speaking of refreshments, the day was brought to a pleasant close with an evening meal & round of drinks with my colleagues, supporters & officials in The Cricketers – the local hostelry overlooking the ground pictured above.
Before start of play on the Saturday, I was able to have a look at the pitch which, although it had seen 3 days’ play, remained well grassed and, while beginning to crack was still a good batting track better than many fresh tracks even at some Premier venues at home.  Unfortunately, the game was to peter out to an early close, with no run chase being set for Glamorgan – Leicestershire being already assured of the draw that would enhance their league standing.

The Sunday One-Day fixture [preceded with a scrumptious breakfast] was a much livelier affair and fun event enhanced by a bigger noisier crowd.  Leicestershire won the toss and chose to bat scoring 217 – 8 off their allotted 40 overs, winning by 23 runs when Glamorgan were dismissed for 194 with one ball to go.  I was introduced to some of the sponsors in the directors’ box and spent a most interesting part of the afternoon in the company of the scorers.
Just how they kept the score accurately was a bit of a miracle – 1 Leicestershire scorer, 1 Glamorgan scorer, 1 computerised scoreboard operator & 1 live web commentary producer [and myself making 5] sharing one pair of binoculars surveying the local talent [not necessarily on the field of play!!] occasionally having to double check with one another on signals.  Great fun.

It was also interesting during the course of the day to hear from Richard that he had, in fact, umpired with Trevor Henry some time in what he described as the longest match he thinks he has ever stood in – 4 sessions in the very cold day obviously lengthened by the Northern Lights!  Appears they got on very well and when Trevor asked Richard what he’d like after the day’s play he replied with, “A pint & a blue-eyed blonde” which request, I believe, our own Trevor was able to satisfy!  Joking aside, it added both a little poignancy & fun to the experience not to mention contributing to the worthwhileness of the trip.

And so home on Monday, having given myself some time to explore the very attractive historical side of Leicester which has accommodated an impressive shopping arena without damaging any of the city’s charm.

My thanks are due to our own Committee for awarding the Bursary to me, to Chris Kelly of the ECB who helps to set up the trip, the Chief Executive at Leicester & all of his staff, and, in particular, my umpiring colleagues who made me feel an integral part of the fixtures.  It was most satisfying to be part of the discussions during breaks in play [on & off the ground depending on the state of play – even to the extent of my being asked, at one stage, if I had any comments on what I had witnessed in the umpiring stakes on the field of play. April
A disappointing winter for NIACUS – our monthly meetings (and Annual Dinner) were very poorly attended. This apathy is so frustrating.  Unfortunately, I missed our Dinner for the first time ever.   The re-arranged date clashed with my commitment to attend a European Cricket Committee meeting in London.  

As the 2009 season approaches, things take on a new momentum.  Alan Neill – our new representative on the NCU development directorate – spoke well at the pre-season NCU/Club reps. meeting, appealing for captains to take a little time and care when completing the new captains’ report forms on umpires.  

I was delighted with the full house at our final umpires` meeting of the year.  When vice-chair Noel McCarey introduced me, to do my customary pre-season pep talk, the room resounded with wall to wall groans – that’s what I’ve  always wanted  from our umpires – consistency !!  

As usual I emphasised - amongst other things – the importance of reading and digesting the contents of the NCU Rules hand book.   It was disappointing that the NCU has still to decide on latest starting times for the new Match 2’s in the Premier & Section 1 leagues and, as well, to find that there was a “rogue” playing regulation on p.196 – 1.4 (c) that should not have been there.

Sat April 25
My season started at Newforge – PSNI v Clogher in Section 3, with new colleague Robert Fisher – one of Keith Smith’s classes of 2009 – fresh from his success in the ECB level 1 exam.  From Ards C.C. and still playing a bit, Robert was standing in his first match as an official umpire.  He had a very promising debut, most enthusiastic and keen to progress.  Still in his 30’s, I thought to myself, “If we could only get 40 others like that, I would die happy”.   And, by the way, that is only one extra person per Club, so it is not all that fanciful a notion.  

PSNI had a comfortable 8 wicket win, with new player / coach – the much travelled Paul McCrum’s wickets and runs being the difference between the two sides.  This was one of very few matches that survived the weather, and we were blessed with warm sunshine for most of the day. Despite the slow pitch and the heavily sanded outfield, Newforge was a credit to the groundsman, at this early stage of the season.  

A nice touch was a pack brought to us in the umpires` room before the start containing bottled water, chocolate biscuits and some fruit – a much appreciated gesture.

                                                          WIDE BALL CALLS & SIGNALS

	One of the most common examples of ‘bad practice’ in field technique, made by umpires at all levels in cricket, involves the TIMING of calls and signals for ‘Wide Ball’.  Although a Wide is deemed to apply from the instant of delivery, it must not be called and signalled until the ball passes the striker’s wicket.  However, the call at that stage MUST be accompanied by the Wide signal by extending both arms horizontally to the sides.  The call should be loud enough for all those ‘in the middle’ to hear and the ‘initial signal’ is to alert the scorers to the details to be recorded in the scoring record.

If that delivery is subsequently taken cleanly by the wicket-keeper after passing the wicket, and no runs are attempted by the batsmen, then the umpire, whilst ‘holding’ the Wide ball signal, can simply turn to face the scorers to confirm the Wide Ball, since the ball is now dead.  Having received acknowledgement for that signal from the scorers, the umpire must remember not to include that ball as one of the six fair deliveries in the over.

If, however, the delivery evades the wicket-keeper and additional runs are taken by the batsmen, the bowler’s end umpire should put his arms down, having made the initial Wide signal, and quickly move into position for a possible run out appeal.  When all the subsequent action is completed and, ONLY when the ball is dead, he must repeat the Wide Ball signal to the scorers and await their acknowledgement.  The simultaneous call and signal allow the batsmen to decide whether or not to attempt to run.  Under certain match circumstances, it may be to the batting side's advantage for the batsmen not to change ends, to protect a tail-end batsman, for example.

The common faults in the process include not making the initial signal to coincide with the call, calling the Wide too quietly, calling it too late, and making the ‘repeat signal’ to the scorers while the ball is still ‘in play’.
If the umpire fails to signal as he calls, the scorers may not be alerted to the situation and they will not be expecting the repeat signal and so may start to record incorrect information. However, in these circumstances, it is crucial that the umpire does not allow play to continue until he has received acknowledgement from the scorers for his Wide Ball signal. If the call is too quiet, the striker’s end umpire may not be aware of the situation, as he follows the ensuing action, and he may mistakenly count the ball as one in the over. Calling too late, perhaps after the batsmen have completed a run, may disadvantage the batting side. The timing of the call and signal must be immediately the umpire adjudges that a ‘delivery’ is wide, just as for a No ball. All ‘repeat signals’ and signals for boundaries and byes, etc. are only made to the scorers when the ball is DEAD, never when the ball is still in play.

Good field technique, when dealing with a Wide Ball, requires the umpire to CALL (LOUDLY) AND SIGNAL (CLEARLY) SIMULTANEOUSLY, IMMEDIATELY HE DECIDES A DELIVERY IS WIDE, AND TO REPEAT THE SIGNAL WHEN THE BALL IS DEAD. 
                                                                                                                       PAGE FIVE The correct procedure takes no more concentration or thought on the part of the umpire than the incorrect one. So umpires should learn the simple process, practise it and incorporate it in their normal routines.

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The end result
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All signals to scorers are made only after the ball is dead.  They are made and acknowledged separately.

In this scenario the ball is dead the instant the ball strikes the helmet, so the ball travelling on to the boundary is irrelevant.

Signals

1. 
5 Penalty runs (to the batting side) – “patting for batting”.

2. 
No ball.

3. 
Bye - (not leg bye).  - to indicate that the striker did not hit the ball with his bat.

How many runs have been scored?

1 No ball extra and 5 Penalty runs = a total of 6 runs. 
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
